Why do you need to know? The government has announced £18 billion of cuts to welfare spending between 2011 and 2014. The cuts and changes will affect Housing Benefit, Disability Living Allowance, the Social Fund, tax credits and the Universal Credit will replace all other working age benefits from 2013. Different types of people will be affected in different ways and at different times.
Course Aim: this course will give you an overview of the changes, clarifying who will be affected and when, and it will help you to find quality assured, free, confidential and independent advice in Bradford District.
Learning objectives: the course will help you to:

· Understand how sick and disabled claimants will be affected by the changes
· Recognise the impact of changes in the housing costs 

· Understand what benefits will be replaced by the Universal Credit and when will these changes take place  

· Understand how and when the Discretionary Social Fund will be replaced 

· Understand how and when the cap on total amount of benefits payable to claimants will take place
